This book is very nicely printed with color photos, but | found it very disappointing that citrus fruits
were not included in the trees. We moved into a home with 5 types of fruit trees | needed to learn
about, and only 1 of our 5 fruit trees are included in this book. If you are looking for citrus fruit care,

you will not find it here. The banana tree is also not included.

| decided to turn the small unused field beside our house into an Orchard, with Apples, Cherries,
Peaches, Apricots, and a Grape Arbor. This book has already given me valuable insights, and will
